MARINERS ARE ADVISED TO AVOID THE DOLPHIN AT THE END OF THE LONG
CANAL END GUIDEWALL. THE DOLPHIN IS UNSTABLE AND IS A HAZARD TO
MARINERS.

TOWS RESTRICTIONS REMAIN IN PLACE FOR BOTH DIRECTIONS AT ALGIERS
LOCK TO A MAXIMUM WIDTH OF 54 FEET AND A MAXIMUM LENGTH OF 700
FEET, OR A MAXIMUM WIDTH OF 70 FEET AND A MAXIMUM LENGTH OF 600
FEET.

MARINERS ARE ADVISED TO CONTINUE TO AVOID THE END OF THE LONG
RIVER END GUIDEWALL WHICH IS ALSO A HAZARD TO MARINERS.
